ANTI-MODEL of a
world without your
value

Imagine a world without
education.

Without education, people
would not be able to better
themselves.

Without education,
communities would have to
rely on outsiders to fill key
positions.

Without education, young
people would see no hope for
themselves and can take up
substance abuse.

Imagine a world or situation where useful,
relevant and education and training is not easily
and cheaply available.

Without effective and efficient education, neither
young people nor older people would not be able
or motivated or encouraged to improve or better
themselves, their situation or their children’s
situation

Without education that is both cross-cultural,
culturally safe yet mainstream, communities
would have to import and rely on a continual
stream of naive, useless or cynical outsiders to fill
and lock up key positions that are critical and vital
to the life of the community.

Without education, education that is attractive
and interesting, education that is powerful and
empowering, young people would see no hope or
future for themselves and their dreams and can
take up substance abuse by turning to violence
and aggression of alcohol, the loss of motivation
and energy of gunga, the ... and ... of kava..
